NOTE:  The team registered for the tournament shall be your regular house-league team, with a
maximum of 20 players for youth teams and 14 players for mini teams, “no guest or higher level players”
will be allowed.    *COACHES:  Please register at least 15 minutes before your first game at the
registration area.   

u7, u8, u9 & u10 Mini-Field

• Ball size #4

• Each team shall have 7 players on the field, one of whom is a goalie.

• A game consists of two halves of twenty (20) minutes with a five (5) minute interval be tween halves. 
Teams will change ends at half time - NO injury time will be added.

• Tie games count and there will be no overtime or penalty shots.

• A player will receive two (2) attempts at a throw-in, then the opposing team will take the throw-in at
the referee’s direction.

• All free kicks are indirec t kicks.

• No slide tackling is allowed.

• Substitutions are allowed at any time expec t corner kicks.

• Referees will stop the gam e immediate ly when a player is injured. 

u11, u12, u13, u14, & u15 Full Field

• Ball size #4 / #5

• Each team shall have 11 players on the field, one of whom is a goalie.

• A game consists of two halves of twenty-five (25) minutes with a five (5) minute interval between
halves.  Teams will change ends at half time - NO injury time will be added.

• Tie games count and there will be no overtime.

• Substitutions are allowed at half time, when a goal is scored, throw-in, a goal kick or a player is
injured.

• Referees will stop the gam e immediate ly when a player is injured. 

• All other rules of soccer apply according to WCSA.

Coaches, Parents and Players should keep in mind 
that this a ‘fun event’ for  the kids, with little focus on scores,

to promote the game of soccer with in London and surrounding areas.
